	EARLY LEARNING GOAL:
WORD READING:  
· Say a sound for each letter in the alphabet and at least 10 digraphs 
· Read words consistent with their phonic knowledge by sound-blending 
· Read aloud simple sentences and books that are consistent with their phonic knowledge, including some common exception words
PHONICS:
· Working confidently to the end of set 2 phonics and using it in their reading to decode unfamiliar words
· Decode unfamiliar words using blending as a prime approach 
READING:
· To know the difference between a letter and a number
· The expected reading level at the end of reception is green level books on RWI and all of set 2 sounds
COMPREHENSION:
· Demonstrate understanding of what has been read to them by retelling stories and narratives using their own words and recently introduced vocabulary 
· Anticipate – where appropriate – key events in stories

	YEAR 1
	WORD READING: 
· Read words by blending sounds with known graphemes with help from the teacher
· Say a single sound for 20+ graphemes
· Read some common exception words
· Apply phonic knowledge as the route to decode words
· Read accurately by blending the sounds in words with 1-3 known graphemes
· The expected reading level at the end of year 1 is green-blue level books on RWI
COMPREHENSION:
· Respond to questions that require simple recall in a familiar story/rhyme when being read to by an adult. (1:1 or small group)
· Retell a familiar story/rhyme when being read to by an adult (1:1 or small group)

	WORD READING: 
· Match all 40+ graphemes to their phonemes (set 3 RWI) 
· Blend sounds in unfamiliar words 
· Divide words into syllables, for example, pocket, rabbit, carrot, thunder, sunset 
· Read compound words, for example, football, playground, farmyard, bedroom 
· Read aloud many words containing taught GPCs quickly and accurately without overt sounding and blending
· Read words with contractions, e.g. I’m, I’ll, we’ll, and understand that the apostrophe represents the omitted letter(s) 
· Read many common exception words
· Read phonically decodable texts with confidence

	WORD READING

· read most words accurately without overt sounding and blending, and sufficiently fluently to allow them to focus on their understanding rather than on decoding individual words2

COMPREHENSION:

· check it makes sense to them, correcting any inaccurate reading
· answer questions and make some inferences

· The expected reading level at the end of year 2 is blue level books on RWI to graduating onto comprehension books using PM books level 21.

	COMPREHENSION:
The pupil can, in a book they are reading independently:
· make inferences
· make a plausible prediction about what might happen on the basis of what has been read so far
· make links between the book they are reading and other books they have read
· The expected greater depth reading level at the end of year 2 using PM books will be level 21+
