Introduction to diversity






	Read Errol’s Garden to the children via the power point.
What did Errol want to do?
Could he achieve his goal on his own?
Did he achieve his goal?
How?
Highlight that Errol’s community helped him.
Look at some of the pictures showing the community again. Are all the people the same? Did only people who were the same as Errol help him?
Explain that there can be lots of differences between the people who share a community and that this is called diversity. If you live in a place like Leicester, where there lots of different people, it is diverse. People who are different can live and work together happily.

	In what ways are we diverse?

Ask children to spot similarities between themselves and then to find differences.

They will almost certainly focus on physical appearance initially. Try and broaden out into religions, family units, likes and dislikes, cultural traditions / celebrations.

Go back to Errol’s Garden and look for other kinds of diversity, such as disability, wealth.

Introduce the word values… something that someone believes to be important to them and the way they live. Examples are kindness, respect, friendship.

The families in the stories all have values. Show a list of possibilities and ask children to decide which ones the families in the stories might have… loving and caring, helping and supporting each other, sharing.

	Mon 27th Jan

Challenging gender stereo types and promoting tolerance / equality for all
	We already touched on gender stereotypes in Jigsaw sessions last term, but this week is about reinforcing gender equality and tolerance.

Using the true and false power point in the resource folder, ask the children to respond to the statements one at a time, giving reasons for their responses.

Look at the stereotypes explanation power point with the children to ensure understanding of the vocab stereotype, stereotyping, unique, respect
	Focus on breaking down male stereotypical expectations.

Julian Is A Mermaid – a story about a boy who wants to dress up and be a mermaid. Before watching, show some mermaid pictures.
Are mermaids boys or girls or both? Who would like to dress up as a mermaid (why)? Who wouldn’t (why)? Would it be ok for anyone to dress up as a mermaid (why)?

	Introduce the theme of trust. 
What does trust mean and why is it important in a relationship? 

Use the story of Little Red Riding Hood to think about how trust plays a part in the relationships between Little Red Riding Hood and her grandmother.

Vocab - trust, trustworthy, untrustworthy

	What does it look like when we trust someone? What do we do? 

Play the game where you ask one child to trust that they will be caught when they fall backwards.
Other blind fold games might work too, like an obstacle course or blind tasting, or putting hands into a box of something unknown.

How did it feel to have to trust a partner?
How did it feel to be trusted / not trusted?
	Who do you trust?

Do you have to know someone to trust them?

Should you trust strangers?
