Story map – draw as a class (Keep it simple- draw a group of characters pulling to summarise this part of the story.) specifically draw man sowing his seeds so that children can write this up as ‘The man sowed his seed.’ Include drawing of pulled, called, bumped, enjoyed. This makes up the outcome. See KP if unsure. 
	Repeat teaching of ‘and’.

Teach -ed words -where there is no change in the root word (sowed, pulled, called, bumped, enjoyed…)
Write these up in sentences. 


Plan writing task to aid cvc and simple sentence transcription. 

	Past tense

Retell of the story in simple terms. 

Eg: 
One day a man sowed his seed in his garden. It was a big turnip. He hoed and hoed but could not get it out. The man called for help. The wife, boy, girl and cat pulled and pulled and they all bumped into the ground. At last it came out. They all enjoyed turnip for tea …The end. 

As always the outcome must be differentiated – LAPs and MAPs could write part of the story or write story in 3-4 parts/sentences.
