Also read the book in parts if needed, as it is a long story. Children to join in repeated refrains –‘rumpeta…’ Stop at the point where the Baby says he wants his mummy, prediction- what might happen next in the story?

STAR vocab: pork butcher, pie, baker, grocers, barrow boy (sells fruit), tea (meal not drink!)

Hold a sentence: ‘I want to go back to my Mummy.’ Vary for ability groups.

Drama: children take on the role of the elephant and the bad baby.  

Book talk: Why was the elephant to upset with the Bad Baby? Why did they chase the elephant at the end of the story? How does the sweet shop lady feel? Include literal questions as well.
	Teach prefix -un

Write sentences using the -un prefix. 
Eg: The ice cream man was unhappy. (HAPs – because). The Bad Baby was unafraid. The crisps were unhealthy.
