When retelling to avoid writing out the repeated list of animals several times, children can write the next animal that helped to tug the turnip and write ‘and the rest of the animals or everybody tugged/pulled the turnip but it did not move.
Eg:  The four furry rabbits and everybody else pulled but the turnip did not move. The five brown hamsters and everybody else pulled but the turnip did not move.
