	Hook – read the book to the children (omitting the sentence that refers to them looking at a picture). Hide the book so they cannot see any pictures. They can draw which animal they imagine you are reading about. 

STAR vocab: attack, calf, female, grind, gallop (do it), hoof, markings, plain. (see glossary at the back of the book)

Read whole book again, explain it is a non-fiction book, with drawings instead of photos.

Hold a sentence: decide appropriate sentence for ability group. 

Book talk- discuss the knowledge learnt about giraffes from page to page 

Answer literal questions see the back of the book, and inference questions “Why do they need a long neck?”
