Kapow, the scheme we use provides resources to support musical activities for children with special educational needs.  For SEND children provision is differentiated appropriately through support and challenge according to individual needs.  Children in Bluebells provision access Nursery and Reception level music activities 

Music is taught for 1 hour per week across Key Stage 1 this includes singing activities, music appreciation and the Kapow taught session.

Extra Curricular activities – Spring Term – Music and choir club for years 1 and 2. 

Partnerships -  We are part of the Music Development Group North East Leicester.  We meet three times per year to share resources, ideas, latest requirements etc.
