	Sound patterns 
	A repeated pattern of sounds

	Tempo 
	The speed of a song or piece of music 
	Rest 
	A quiet beat where no sound is made

	Encore 
	To repeated or additional performance requested by an audience.
	Pulse 
	The heartbeat of the music. Sometimes called the beat.

	Instrumental sounds 
	Sounds made by instruments only
	Rhythm 
	A regular pattern of beats, sounds or movements

	Sound effect
	A sound other than speech or music that imitates sounds

	Composition 
	A piece of music

	Pitch
	How high or low a sound is
	Structure 
	How the music is used in different sections

	Pulse 
	The heartbeat of the music – sometimes called the beat
	Tempo 
	The speed of the music

	Singing voice 
	Use the voice to sing different sounds that can be either high or low

	Speaking voice 
	Use the voice to speak with a beat

	Thinking voice 
	Hearing the sound pattern in your head

	Character
	A character is a person, animal or creature in a story

	Rest

	Listening and Evaluating

	Notation
	Reading different types of notation by moving eyes from left to right as sound occurs 
Use pictorial representations to stay in time with the pulse when singing or playing 
Beginning to read and spell simple rhythmic patterns which include paired half beats (quavers)

	 Creating Sound 
	Using instruments imaginatively to create soundscapes which convey a sense of space 
Start to understand how to produce different sounds on tuned instruments 
Use bilateral and hand eye coordination to play/hold instruments using both hands 
Maintaining a comfortable position when sitting or standing to sing and play instruments

	Improvising and Composing
	Creating sound resources to a variety of physical stimuli such as nature, artwork, and stories
Selecting and creating short sequences of sound with voices or instruments to represent a given idea or character
Work collaboratively to combine different sounds by either turn taking or playing sounds at the same time  

	

	Performing singing and playing

	Offer positive feedback on others performances 
Start to maintain a steady beat throughout short performances 
Stand or sit appropriately when performing or waiting to perform
Following a leader to start and end a piece of music appropriately
