	Creating sound 
	Sing simple songs chants and rhymes from memory
Competently sing songs or short phrases with a small pitch range (within five notes)
Practise singing songs with a wider pitch range (pentatonic melodies) which gradually get higher or lower 
Breathe at appropriate times when singing 
Sing part of a given song in their head
Develop an awareness of how sound is affected by the way an instrument is held
Learn to use instruments to follow the beat by first observing and then mimicking the teachers modelling 
Start to understand how to produce different sounds on pitched instruments
Maintain a comfortable position when sitting or standing to sing or play an instrument

	Notation

	Read different types of notation by moving eyes from left to right as the sound occurs 
Use a simplified version of a stave to notate known musical phrases of two pitches
